Fr. Louis’s Reflection 

Modern age shows a natural aversion to all that cannot be calculated, measured and proved. 

Our reasoning has become a yardstick for all our understanding. Truth that cannot be 

understood, verified and solved are either questioned or put away. 

We have a great model of faith in Mary, Our Mother. The life of Mary was a “pilgrimage of 

faith”. Like us she walked in shadow and hoped for things unseen. She experienced the 

limitations of human understanding and misgivings. She experienced the difficulties in life as 

we do in ours but always submitted to the incomprehensible events of her life in faith and trust 

in God. 

Her ‘pilgrimage of faith’ began at the annunciation with her ‘Yes’ to God. She did not 

understand all that was said to her by the angel. She did not get all the answers to her question 

‘How can it be?’ But she held firm to one conviction that God is reliable and that what was 

asked of her was indeed God’s will. It is this faith of Mary that Elizabeth proclaimed when she 

said “Blessed is she who believed”. Her greatness is her ability to believe. 

The wedding at Cana allows us to measure the faith of Mary. Even though she 

received  apparently a cold answer to her request, Mary did not waver in her faith. Her faith 

even in the midst of apparent contradiction and opposition did not waver. Full of confidence 

and expectation she told the servants, “Do whatever he tells you”. These words of Mary is the 

shortest sermon she has lived all her life. What she preaches is what she has practiced all 

through her life.   

Cana saw the beginning of signs, on Calvary all is achieved. Mary is actively present very close 

to Jesus in these two decisive moments. At Cana through her faith, the disciples come to 

believe in Christ. On Calvary through her faith, countless millions come to believe in Christ. At 

Cana, Mary’s faith gave birth to the faith of the apostles. On Calvary, Mary’s faith once again 

upholds and strengthens the faith of the apostles. 

Mary’s life was like ours, truly human. She was faced with the same sort of oppressive, 

hopeless and apparently insoluble situations in which we often find ourselves placed. Life 

seems so full of contradictions and oppositions and false promises. The bright happy world we 

see from far with its mantra of progress and prosperity is so full of hunger and sickness, 

violence and poverty, pollution and corruption, sin and suffering. Confronted with this 

dichotomy of life and the falsehood of the world, we cannot let go the only hope we have- our 

FAITH. 

Like Abraham we need to keep on learning to walk where there isn’t any path, like Peter we 

need to dare the risk and step on the raging sea guided by the voice that says, ‘come’ and like 

Mary of Nazareth we need to see where there isn’t any light and hold on to the promise of a 

better tomorrow. 

Let’s make special efforts to seek Mary’s intercession as we continue our journey of faith. 

Praying the rosary is one of the best ways of having Mary, Our Mother  by our side. The 

powerful words of St. Padre Pio “Rosary is the weapon for these times,” continue to inspire us 

to pray the rosary everyday.
