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Last week Randy pointed out in his article that 

for the month of August we have detoured from 

Mark’s Gospel to spend time listening to and 

reflecting on the Bread of Life discourse in 

John’s Gospel.  It began two weeks ago with the 

story of Jesus feeding the huge crowd of people 

who had been following him.  He takes a young 

boy’s meager offering of 5 loaves of bread and 2 

fishes and miraculously feeds thousands of 

men, women, and children gathered around 

him.  In his homily, Fr. John Becker suggested 

that we, you and I, are the 

loaves and fishes which 

Jesus sends to feed the 

hungry: the multitudes 

who yearn for food, drink, 

shelter, cloth- ing, safety, 

compassion, peace, and justice.  This is a chal-

lenging image.  It has stuck with me since then, 

and I’m still contemplating its implications. 

 

It is interesting also that the number 7 (5 loaves 

and 2 fishes) occurs here.  Scholars agree that 

absolutely no word or words in scripture are ac-

cidental or arbitrary.  Each and every biblical au-

thor chooses words intentionally; we believe 

through the inspiration of the Holy Spirit.  So it 

seems that the numbers recorded here are not 

insignificant.  We are mindful, for instance, of 

the first chapter in Genesis.  God does the work 

of creating in 6 days and rests on the 7

th

 as Sab-

bath.  Our 7 day week is a “complete” span of 

time in itself.  In the study of biblical numerol-

ogy, the number 7 is associated with “spiritual 

perfection.”  So, if the 5 loaves and 2 fishes are 

the food of spiritual perfection, and we are the 

loaves and fishes, it follows that we are the stuff 

of spiritual perfection that Jesus has dispersed 

into the world! 

 

Now, at this point, you’re probably saying:  

What?!  No way, am I “spiritual perfection”!  And 

yet, isn’t that the command?  “Be perfect as 

your heavenly Father is perfect” (Mt 5:48).  

That’s part of the Sermon on the Mount.  And 

how amazing is it that we are given the strength, 

through the nourishment of the Eucharist, to be-

come that spiritual perfection! 

 

It occurs to me at this point that those loaves 

and fishes would not have fed the crowd if Jesus 

had not had the power to make it happen.  We 

loaves and fishes certainly cannot do what is 

asked of us without the power of Jesus to make 

us capable.  In last week’s Gospel, the crowds 

ask him, “What can we do to accomplish the 

works of God?”  His answer: to believe that he 

himself is the Bread of Life.  Today we hear Je-

sus explain even further: “The bread that I will 

give is my flesh for the life of the world…whoever 

eats this bread will live forever.”  In a sense, 

then, it’s just that simple.   

 

If you follow my articles, you know that my First 

Communion was and still is a very significant 

moment in my spiritual development. I can’t 

help but make the connection with the number 

7, the age at which I received this sacrament for 

the very first time.  

Seven is the age 

that, long ago, the 

Church de- termined to 

be the “age of rea-

son,” where a child is cognitively mature enough 

to understand the Real Presence in the Eucha-

rist, to know to the depths of her heart and soul 

that she is receiving Jesus the Bread of Life.   

 

For the past several weeks, Randy has chosen 

as our closing hymn, which is actually a “sending 

out” at the end of mass, “Go Make a Differ-

ence.”  Believe and become the bread you eat. 

Believe and become spiritual perfection.  Be-

lieve that you are the loaves and fishes sent 

among the people.  Fortified by the Bread of 

Life, “We can make a difference in the world.”
