Rob’s Reflection

Dear Friends—

Did you know that, according to the Gospels, Jesus
almost never called God “God”? Instead, Jesus almost
always addressed God as “Father.” And he taught his
followers, including you and me, to do so as well.
That’s why the only prayer Jesus taught his disciples
directly, the one that is the most familiar to you and me
and Christians all over the world, is the “Our Father.”
He wanted us to get into the habit of praying to our
“Father,” not to “God.”

Relating to God as a Father is one of the main
things Jesus came to teach. He wants us to enter into the
same kind of relationship with God that he himself had:
We should look up to our heavenly Father as (adopted)
sons and daughters.

So why call God “Father”?

On the one hand, calling God “Father” is very fitting.
We all know what it’s like to be a son our daughter.
Every human being throughout the whole world has a
human father, so every one of us can relate to the idea of
God as Father. But on the other hand, we all know that
the word “father” means very different things to
different people. Some fathers are stern, others are
permissive. Some are close, others are distant. Some are
gentle, others are rough.

So we should wonder, what does “Father” really
mean when we’re talking about God? How does Jesus
think of his Father?

In our parish Bible study we’ve been reading the
book of Job. Something that we’ve been discussing the
past couple weeks struck me as giving me some insight
into the fatherhood of God. At the beginning of the book
of Job, Satan appears before God’s throne. It’s God who
brings up the subject of Job, and he does so in a way
that’s almost boastful: “Have you considered my servant
Job,” says God to the devil, “that there is none like him
on the earth, a blameless and upright man, who fears
God and turns away from evil?” (Job 1:8) Satan
responds to God’s boast by questioning Job’s true
motivations, then seeking permission to inflict suffering
upon Job. God grants this permission.

There’s a lot to be said about what this story
suggests about God’s relationship to us, or about evil
and suffering. But I would like to draw your attention to
just one thing, God’s boast about Job, which suggests a
couple of things about the fatherhood of God.

First, God is proud of us. God likes Job, and
wants to brag about him. Our Father, who creates and
sustains everything that exists at every moment of its
existence, doesn’t see us, his creatures, as little

insignificant ants that he can crush at a whim. He’s not
Zeus on Olympus, waiting to hurl down a thunderbolt.
Rather, he regards us as a loving father regards his
children, with love and a desire to protect and see us
flourish. He admires the good in you the way a human
father or mother admires their children’s artwork.

Second, God has great confidence in us. God
only allowed Job to be tested because he knew he could
pass the test. Like a father teaching his daughter to ride
her bike without training wheels, he let the consolations
that propped up Job’s faith be taken away. God knew
that Job could do something great, even if from Job’s
perspective his suffering was only an occasion for fear
and sadness. Perhaps our heavenly Father has more
confidence in you than you have in yourself! Perhaps
you’re capable of great things that he is encouraging
you to do, but you’re selling yourself short.

Today (or tomorrow, if you’re reading this on
Saturday) we celebrate the feast of our parish’s patron,
Saint Jude. Jude was truly someone who was
empowered and encouraged by entering into a
relationship with God as his Father. God the Father truly
“took off the training wheels” for Jude, and he
responded by doing things he no doubt would have once
thought impossible. Without his heavenly Father’s
encouragement, could Jude have left his life in Galilee
behind to follow Jesus? Could he have received the
Holy Spirit at Pentecost? Could he have left his
homeland for somewhere as strange and foreign as
Armenia? Could he have faithfully endured the
opposition that ultimately boiled over into his violent
martyrdom?

This Thursday we celebrate the Solemnity of
All Saints. This feast is a celebration of all the holy
people who have gone before us, whether known to us
or not. But it is also a feast of great hope. For we are all
called to be holy, to be saints. We don’t like to think of
ourselves as future saints, but our heavenly Father has
different ideas. Like Moses in the Old Testament, or
Mary in the New, we tend to shrink from the idea that
our heavenly Father wants us to do great things, that in
our everyday lives we are capable of spiritually big-time
acts of sacrifice, service, and holiness. But it’s worth
remembering this week that our heavenly Father knows,
better than we do, what we’re capable of, and he wants
to encourage me and to you to achieve it.

It would be hard to find two more different people than
St. Augustine and Mark Twain. Augustine was a very se-
rious, scholarly man, constantly working in a spiritual
world. Twain, on the other hand, was a man of the mate-
rial world who smoked, drank, and could cuss with the
best of them. But they shared one thing: The ability to
understand human nature and human behavior. Augustine
studied those things from the viewpoint of salvation,
whereas Twain studied them from a social point of view.
Yet they came to some common conclusions. Here’s one
of the them: Augustine wrote, “Resentment is like drink-
ing poison and waiting for the other person to die.”
Twain wrote, “Anger is an acid that can do more harm to
the vessel in which it is stored than to anything on which
it is poured.” In other words, resentment and anger will
eventually destroy us, both spiritually and emotionally, if
we allow them to control our feelings about and actions
towards each other. Does it really matter any more if forty
years ago Mom and Dad seemed to like Mikey more than
they liked me? Does it really matter that the neighbors get
a new car every two years and I can’t? Is it worth the
trouble of holding on to that stuff?
